3. How does Felix react to Paul’s explanation of the Christian faith? Why do you think he reacted this 

way? 

 

 

4. Why do you suppose Felix continued to keep Paul in prison even after dismissing the charges 

brought against Paul (vv. 26-27)?  

 

 

 

Digging Deeper 

5. Even after meeting with Paul and hearing the gospel multiple times, Felix ultimately chooses to 

leave him in prison in order to gain favor with the Jews. What does this say about Felix’s attitude 

towards the gospel message? What does he value more than receiving forgiveness of sin and eternal 

life? 
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6. Do you identify with Felix in any way? Explain.  

 

 

 

7. Felix’s decision to leave Paul in prison reveals not only a hardening towards Paul’s situation but also 

a hardening towards the gospel. Instead of surrendering his life to Christ, Felix held on to his self-

serving way of life. Take some time to examine your own life. Do you think you have completely 

surrendered to Christ or are you refusing to let go of certain habits and/or attitudes?
